Keller inquired on the Urban County Program.  Wallace summarized the program that provides assistance to low to moderate income property owners.  Schaffer inquired on how the Council proceeded on the sandwich board signs language.  Wallace indicated that the Council concurred with the Planning Commission that no amendments to the language are needed at this time.  Wallace updated the group on the status of the walking trail project.  Wallace discussed the Blight/Nuisance ordinance that includes rental inspections.

WIND ENERGY CONVERSION SYSTEMS DISCUSSION

Agenda item tabled until the June meeting to allow the Planning Commissioners time to review the draft language that Manchester Township Planning Commission has sent to the Township Board for consideration.

B.
MEDICAL MARIJUANA DISCUSSION

Planning Commissioners reviewed the three-page letter to Julie Schaible (Village of Manchester Clerk) from Victor L. Lillich (Reading, Etter, and Lillich – Village Attorney) regarding Medical Marijuana Ordinance (dated 05/06/2011); the seven-page draft of Village of Manchester, Washtenaw County, Michigan – Medical Marijuana Home Occupation Ordinance Amendments (dated 05/06/2011 – Version #3); the two-page memorandum from John Enos (Carlisle/Wortman) and Bibby regarding Medical Marihuana Home Occupation (dated 0/03/2011); and three-page Village of Manchester Medical Marihuana Home Occupation Ordinance Amendments – Title XV-LAND USAGE, Chapter 151 – ZONING CODE, Section 151.007 – DEFINITIONS  (Dated 05/05/2011 – Version #3).

Milkey expressed concern for the status of the draft language that came back from review by the Village Attorney and the amount of work that occurred before the Attorney review.  Schaffer expressed concern for more Planning Commissioners to be in attendance before discussing and acting on the medical marijuana language.  Planning Commissioners discussed that the Village Attorney added language on a qualifying patient to the Village language.  Planning Commissioners and Bibby discussed the privacy issue outlined in the three-page letter to Julie Schaible (Village of Manchester Clerk) from Victor L. Lillich (Reading, Etter, and Lillich – Village Attorney) regarding Medical Marijuana Ordinance (dated 05/06/2011).  Planning Commissioners discussed that the State law can be interpreted in many ways.  Wallace expressed concern for having a conditional use application being a “closed-door-type” conditional use.  Planning Commissioners and Wallace discussed that privacy/confidentiality issues come into play due to the health care HIPAA laws.  Keller indicated that he is all for individual privacy and that he is concerned about regulation of medical marijuana in the Village since medical marijuana is viewed by Federal law as illegal.  Wallace expressed concern for the comprehensiveness/depth of the State law.  Bibby indicated that some municipalities are interpreting the HIPAA laws as protecting only the qualifying patient information not the caregiver information.  Bibby discussed the comments from Ron Mann (Township Supervisor) at the Township Planning Commission meeting regarding recent Federal efforts regarding medical marijuana.  

A motion was made by Schaffer and seconded by Keller to table the agenda item to the June regular meeting.
