MANCHESTER VILLAGE COUNCIL

December 19, 2011

7:00 PM   Council Chambers

President Vailliencourt called the regular meeting of the Manchester Village Council to order at 7:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Council members present:  Andrews, Chartrand, DuRussel, Dresch, Way, Woods and Vailliencourt. Also present were Manager Wallace, Clerk Schaible, Sgt. Radzik (WCSD), Jami, Shawn and Nathan Booth, Ray Berg, John Enos and Andrea Bibby (Carlisle/Wortman),Ron Milkey, Jeff Schaffer, Ashley Schaffer, Austin Rathburn and David Veselenak (Manchester Enterprise). 

The minutes of the December 5th, 2011 regular meeting were approved on a motion by Dresch, seconded by Chartrand. 

AGENDA – The Agenda was approved as amended: adding under Old Business, item 6b) WWCA Report, deleting Ongoing Discussion item 8a) Rental Ordinance Review, and deleting 11B) Solid Waste and Recycling, 11C) Parks, 11D) Planning, 11E) DDA, 11F) Healthy Communities, 11G) MCJPC, 11H) Building Committee, 11I) Personnel Committee and 11J) Finance Committee on a motion by Dresch, seconded by Woods.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – Vailliencourt indicated the High School students present who explained their class assignment to attend a governmental meeting.
OLD BUSINESS - 
SHARED USE TRAIL- Ray Berg reported that the Village Parks Commission had approved the use of the portion of the proposed shared use trail that runs through ChiBro Park as long as no Parks funds are needed, that the Planning Commission had given verbal approval of the trail and that the DDA had sent their letter of approval. He asked that Council give their approval to the proposed trail and approval to seek grants for the trail and to begin a public funding campaign. Chartrand reported that several residents had contacted her with concerns regarding the proposed bridge routing users away from downtown and the priority of a new bridge versus repairing the existing bridge on Furnace Street. Berg reported that a presentation is planned at the Wellness Coalition meeting where the public can make their concerns known. Way confirmed that the Village will retain ownership of the trail. Vailliencourt asked if the grants already received could be used for preliminary feasibility engineering. Berg confirmed that those grants are intended to examine the bridge in detail for valuable early information. Vailliencourt noted that the timeline for the Parks 5-yr Plan includes a public hearing in February where all potential projects can be reviewed and prioritized with public input. Planner, John Enos, confirmed the process adding that all viable walkway plans would be included in the document. If the shared-use trail receives Michigan Natural Resource Trust Fund monies, the likelihood of future grants for other projects was questioned. Also noted was the Village’s responsibility to produce matching funds for grants. Berg answered that the intent is to raise funds from sources that do not include the Village. Woods suggested that all groups interested in visioning come together and prioritize projects.


At this time, President Vailliencourt called to order the hearing to allow public comment on the conditional use application for 510 W. Main. 
7:30 Public Hearing

Conditional Use Application-510 W. Main
Jami Booth reviewed the conditional use application and site plan for an entertainment facility at 510 W. Main to be built in three phases.  Phase 1 is indoor arcade bouncers and players and repairs to the parking lot.  Phase 2 is outdoor batting cages and phase 3 is outdoor miniature golf. In response to a question from the public, Booth stated that the hours of operation are proposed for 7am to 11pm indoors and outdoors 10am to 10pm.  Hearing no further comment, Vailliencourt closed the hearing at 7:37pm.
Council continued discussing the SHARED-USE TRAIL.  Berg advised that it is his desire to continue to move forward with the proposed plans.  A motion was made by Andrews, supported by Dresch, that Berg be allowed to begin a bridge engineering study using the funds already secured. Roll call vote: ayes-Andrews, Dresch, Chartrand, Way, Woods, Vailliencourt. Nays-DuRussel. Motion carried.  Council asked that Berg wait for further approvals until after the public hearing for the 5-yr Parks Plan so that the residents’ and other community groups’ wishes can be written into the long-term plan that will then guide the decision making.
WWCA REPORT- Way presented the Western Washtenaw Construction Authority’s financial position update.  He explained the process which the Authority will use to determine its need for funding. The Authority Board will review the financial position every year in September and, if needed, contact the member municipalities for funding so it can be included in the budget process.
NEW BUSINESS

CONDITIONAL USE-510 W. MAIN ST.- John Enos reviewed the conditional use process and explained that any conditions set run with the use and not the owner. He noted that although the process includes a preliminary site plan, a final site plan is not required. He indicated the Carlisle/Wortman reviews written on December 5 and December 14, 2011 for information and issue resolutions. Council discussed the applicants request to leave indoor hours up to their discretion to accommodate overnight “lock-in” parties and extended outdoor hours during community festivals and events.  Enos clarified that conditions set would not automatically be extended to subsequent owners. He also noted that more detailed plans would be required before building out phase 2 and 3, but that they can be reviewed and approved by the zoning administrator. Wallace noted that the administrative review would not require additional fees.  A motion was made by Chartrand, seconded by Woods, that the conditional use application and preliminary site plan for JNS Property, LLC at 510 W. Main be approved subject to the following conditions: Outside hours of operation be 10am to 10pm; indoor hours of operation be 7am to 11pm except that overnight hours are allowed so long as no one enters or leaves from 11pm to 7am; an administrative review is required for the phase 2 and 3 build-out with details as required by the zoning administrator and developed subject to the preliminary site plan dated November 4, 2011. Roll call vote: ayes-all.  Motion passed.
SET PUBLIC HEARING –Council agreed that a public hearing be set for January 2nd, 2012 at 7:30pm to hear comment on the proposal to repeal the ordinance establishing the Manchester Community Joint Planning Commission in order to adopt a new ordinance with an updated list of participants.
WASHTENAW COUNTY POLICE SERVICES CONTRACT-Vailliencourt presented and reviewed the proposed Police Services contract.  She noted that the pricing is consistent with the agreement that the police steering committee had recommended and is tied to direct costs. The contract is for 3 police service units. The contract also stipulates that the supervisor will be on a day-shift schedule. Wallace noted that this will limit attendance at the council meetings to quarterly, although the written report will still be made monthly. A motion was made by Dresch, seconded by Woods, that the Village enter into the Washtenaw County Police Services Contract for 3 Police Service Units for 3 years beginning the 1st day of January 2012.  Roll call vote: ayes-all.  Motion passed.

EVIP COOPERATION, COLLABORATION AND CONSOLIDATION PLAN- Schaible explained that this document is the second requirement of the State’s Economic Vitalization Improvement Plan and is due to the State by December 31, 2011.  Council suggested that joint use of common areas in the Village Hall and the Manchester Wellness Coalition be added to the plan.  A motion was made by Dresch, seconded by Way, that the 2011 EVIP Cooperation, Collaboration and Consolidation Plan be adopted.  Motion passed.
ONGOING DISCUSSIONS

MEDICAL MARIJUANA ORDINANCE-Wallace explained that more time is needed to review the public hearing process as recommended by the Planning Commission with regards to a conditional use process for medical marijuana caregivers in light of the attorney’s concern for confidentiality. A motion was made by Dresch, supported by Way, that Resolution No. 11-1219 Extending the Moratorium for the Sale or Dispensation of Medical Marijuana for 90 days be adopted.  Roll call vote: ayes-all.  Motion carried.
CORRESPONDENCE-Council acknowledged the following correspondence:
· Manchester District Library Board minutes from November 14, 2011 and December 12, 2011.

· Village Planning Commission unapproved minutes from December 13, 2011.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE - Council reviewed the payables list.  A motion was made by Dresch, seconded by Chartrand, to approve for payment the list dated 12/15/11 totaling $36,718.38.  Roll call vote:  ayes-all.  Motion passed. 
REPORTS 

SHERIFF- Sgt. Radzik presented the report for November 2011. She also announced the assignments for the upcoming year and reviewed the Shopping with a Cop and other charitable Christmas activities.
DPW-Wallace reviewed the report. He added that two water main breaks had been repaired last week.
MANAGER- Wallace presented his report. 
There being no further business, President Vailliencourt adjourned the meeting at 9:51 PM.
