President Vailliencourt called the regular meeting of the Manchester Village Council to order at 7:00pm with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Council members present: Dresch, Way, DuRussel, Vailliencourt and Chartrand. Andrews and Woods were absent. Also present were: Manager Wallace, Brent Jones (DPW), Kathy O’Mara and Fritz, Sara and Abi Swanson.
The minutes of the June 3rd, 2019 regular meeting were approved on a motion by Dresch, seconded by Chartrand.
The minutes of the June 11th, 2019 work-session were approved on a motion by Chartrand, seconded by DuRussel. 
 
AGENDA – The agenda was approved as amended: flipping the order of Old and New Business; deleting Old Business A)Park Reservation Policy; B) Goals and Directives; C) Washtenaw County Community Mental Health Agreement; adding New Business H) Downtown Signs and deleting Reports A) Sheriff; B) Parks; C) Planning Commission; E) Healthy Communities/Wellness Coalition; F) Joint Planning; G) Building; H) Personnel Committee; I) Finance Committee on a motion by Dresch, seconded by Way.

[bookmark: _Hlk532983425]PUBLIC PARTICIPATION-Kathy O’Mara thanked Council for their assistance with the Walk to School Program.  She presented Abi Swanson and Marsha Chartrand with a perfect attendance award.  Way presented Abi with a trophy.

NEW BUSINESS
ABI SWANSON PROCLAMATION- President Vailliencourt read the proclamation congratulating Abi Swanson. It was adopted by acclamation.
STORM DRAIN REPLACEMENT- Jones presented information regarding replacing the storm sewer in the lower-level, village hall parking lot.  A motion was made by Dresch, seconded by DuRussel, to approve Lester Brothers to do the work at a cost (including the Washtenaw County Water Resource Commission permit) not to exceed $8,000.  Roll call vote: ayes-all.  Motion carried.
ASPHALT OVERLAY-Jones presented the recommendation to contract with K&B Asphalt to overlay the entire lower-level, village hall parking lot at a cost of $53,290.05. Jones also reported that a bid of $59,100 from Michigan Paving did not include the back section of the lot. A motion was made by Way, seconded by Dresch, to approve the quote from K&B as recommended.  Roll call vote: ayes-all.  Motion carried. 
ZERO-TURN LAWNMOWER- Jones reviewed the memo recommending the purchase of a John Deere Z950R zero-turn lawn mower. He noted that the state price is the same from Napoleon Lawn and Leisure and Performance NW. A motion was made by Dresch, seconded by Chartrand, that the purchase be made from Napoleon Lawn & Leisure in the amount of $11,742.56. Roll call vote: ayes-all.  Motion carried.
2018 WATER QUALITY REPORT-Wallace presented the 2018 Water Quality Report.  A motion was made by Chartrand, seconded by Way, to accept the report.  Motion carried.
PROPERTY AND LIABILITY INSURANCE-Wallace reviewed the 2019 renewal for the property and liability insurance coverage through Michigan Municipal Risk Management Authority. A motion was made by Dresch, seconded by Chartrand, that the coverage be renewed as presented.  Roll call vote; ayes-all. Motion passed.
FY 2018/2019 11-MTH BUDGET AMENDMENTS- Wallace reviewed the budget adjustments as prepared by the Clerk.  A motion as made by Dresch, seconded by Way that they be adopted as presented.  Roll call vote: ayes-all.  Motion carried.
DOWNTOWN SIGNS- The wire signs used by the Chamber of Commerce and the Community Fair were discussed.  It was agreed that they are overdone and cluttering the area.  It was noted that a warning was given to Linda Stevens 4 weeks ago regarding placing the Chambers 3rd Thursday signs. Staff was directed to remove the signs that had been placed in the right-of-ways.

OLD BUSINESS- 
VACANT BUILDING ORDINANCE- Council reviewed the current nuisance ordinance and agreed to discuss the issue again when information from the Western Washtenaw Construction Authority is available.
